Sapphire for Truth, Purity, and clear thinking; When combined with iron and titanium, the sapphire is formed. Sapphire is blue corundum as well as all other colors except the reds, which are rubies. The most highly prized are Cornflower blue with a soft velvet luster. Some which contain inclusions of rutile, giving a “Star” effect are made into cabochons, but most are faceted. Parent rocks eroded in ancient times and the gem minerals were carried by streams in beds of gravel, later to be buried by soil.
